Td an gradam bunaithe ar
thimpeallacht neamhmbhillteach, caighdedn ard uisce a chomhlionann treoracha an Aontas Eorpach, agus dilleacht
ndddrtha. Chomh maith le sin bhain an tré amach an gradam 'Césta Cruthuil’ atd mar phdirt den bhfeachtas Pobail
Nios Glaine atd dd reachtdil ag Comhairle Chondae Mhaigh Eo.

Ta plean forbartha cuig bliana do phardiste Chill Chomdin don tréimhse 2015-2019 dad ullmhu faoi lathair. Mar chuid
den phréiséas chomhairleoireachta scaipeadh ceistneoiri sna siopai, oifigi poist agus séipéil ditiula le moltai agus
tuairimi an phobail a fhdil. Ullmhdfar agus cuirfear faoi bhrdid an phobail dréachtphlean le haghaidh na moltai
deireannacha roimh a bhfoilseofar é.

Cuireann an comharchumann eolas / cuidiu ar fdil do choisti deonacha ar chonas tograi a fhorbairt agus a bhainisti,
foinsi maoinithe arl. Td eolas agus foirmeacha iarratais le fdil ar scéimeanna éagsula cosdil le deiseanna traendla
agus forbairt fiontair, maraon le seirbhisi céipéala, laminating agus facs. Foilsitear Nuachtlitir Chill Chomdin,
nuachtlitir ceathru, a chuireann guth ar fdil don phobal agus a choinnionn an pobal ar an eolas ar chdrsai reatha.

At the Annual General Meeting of Comhar DGn Chaochdin Teo in the Seanscoil on 26™ November the Manager
Treasa Ni Ghearraigh gave a progress report for 2014.

The promotion and preservation of the Irish language is one of the main objectives of the comharchumann (co-op).
Irish language courses and Irish translation services are organised in lonad Seirbhisi Teanga na Seanscoile (Language
Centre) in Ceathru Thaidhg where a special-purpose training room houses a library of learning resource materials
including books, tapes, videos and computer software.

In conjunction with The Language’s Centre, University College Maynooth and Udards na Gaeltachta, The European
Certificate in Irish (Teastas Eorpach na Gaeilge) courses were held to cater for different levels of fluency. A
programme of language-based activities was also organized as part of Seachtain na Gaeilge in association with
Conradh na Gaeilge.



In recognition of its efforts in the promotion of the Irish language, the committee received an award in the national
Glér na nGael competition for its publication ‘Treoir ar na Logainmneacha Gaeilge ar Shiuléidi Cheathrd Thaidhg — A
Guide to the Irish Placenames on the Ceathru Thaidhg Walks’.

Among the target groups catered for by the comharchumann are pre-school children. Naionra Dhidn Chaochain in
Ceathru Thaidhg and Naionra Ghleann na Muaidhe in Glenamoy are both community run, Irish language pre-school
services which provide for the needs of children and their parents in these areas. These childcare projects currently
receive funding from the Irish Government under the National Development Plan 2007 - 2013 through The National
Childcare Investment Programme. The Health Services Executive, Mayo County Childcare Committee and Comhar
Naionrai na Gaeltachta Teo also provide assistance and advice.

In July Irish Summer Camps, which offer recreational, educational and cultural activities for local pre-school and
primary school children, were organised in Ceathrd Thaidhg and Gleann na Muaidhe in conjunction with Coiste
Campai Samhraidh lorrais, with the assistance of funding received from Scéim na gCampai Samhraidh d’Aos Og na
Gaeltachta.

Oige na Gaeltachta Teo was set up in 2006 to provide youth services through the medium of Irish for groups in
Gaeltacht areas. Various activities were organized by Club Oige Cheathrt Thaidhg in Coldiste Chomain during the
year and traditional Irish dancing classes and music lessons are held in the Seanscoil every Friday with Nessa Timlin.

Lifelong learning and the acquisition of new skills is
an ongoing process. Mayo North East is delivering
a training programme entitled ‘Community
Development Theory and Practices’, the aim of
which is to encourage those with an interest in the
future development of the parish of Cill Chomain to
acquire a better understanding of the development
process and enable them to present cogent
development plans.

The Ceathru Thaidhg loop walks (Lub Chlann Lir,
Lub an Chlai Dhuibh and Lib na Binne Bui) continue to attract visitors to the area and guided walks were organised
during the year. Starting and finishing at the Seanscoil community centre, each loop is waymarked and colour-coded
according to its level of difficulty. A bi-lingual information board and brochure provide details on trail directions and
points of interest en route. In March the walks featured on the RTE1 television series ‘Tracks and Trails’ in a
programme presented by Kathriona Devereux and Declan Cunningham.

The Na Comhluadair Bheo project aims to raise the profile of the area as a tourism product or destination. To help
achieve this, a website has been designed which can be viewed at www.gaeltacht.info where a choice of holiday

packages is available to cater for visiting groups.

Erris was declared the outright winner in The Irish Times competition ‘The Best Place to Go Wild in Ireland’. Irish
Times feature writer and researcher Rosita Boland and adjudicator Arminta Wallace met separately with various
individuals who are involved in tourism in the barony, including Uinsionn Mac Graith who guided them on a section of



the Clann Lir and Binn Bhui Head loop walks. “A glorious, wild, uniformly unspoilt and stunning little known area”,
was Rosita’s verdict.

The Wild Atlantic Way, Ireland’s first long distance driving route, winds its way through the parish where the driver is
guided to the clifftop at Na Priosuin in Cill Ghallagain, the nearest point from which to access Binn Bhui, the highest
peak in the area. The route also follows the coastline around Gleann na nGad offering spectacular views of
Broadhaven Bay.

A working group comprising Micheal and Caitlin O Seighin, Treasa Ni Ghearraigh, Jim Henry and Diana Taylor has
carried out preliminary research on the Tain B6 Fhliodhaise cattle raid into Erris with a view to highlighting its
potential as a linguistic, cultural and tourism product in the context of the great Irish cattle raid sagas.

During National Heritage Week Comhar Dun Chaochdin Teo organized three events - a guided walk with Uinsionn
Mac Graith on a section of the Binn Bhui Head Loop focusing on local placenames and points of interest en route; a
slideshow presentation by Séamus O Mongdin on local flora and fauna; and a talk on aspects of the Tain Bd
Fhliodhaise cattle raid by Jim Henry and Diana Taylor. The committee gratefully acknowledges the support of all
those who attended the events, and Mayo County Council Heritage Office for part-funding the programme.

In September The Temple Bar Cultural Trust, with
support from The Department of Arts, Heritage and the
Gaeltacht, and in association with Mayo County Council
and cultural organisations throughout the country,
organised a National Cultural Night. Twenty three
venues in County Mayo participated including Comhar
Dun Chaochdin Teo which organized a night of music
and seanchas in the Seanscoil in the company of
Vincent Mc Grath, Michedl O Seighin and other
musicians. The committee would like to thank Ann
Marie Mc Ging, Assistant Arts Officer with Mayo County
Council, for her advice and support.

On 22" April 1954 seven families left the townland of Ceathrt na gCloch as part of the Land Commission’s Scheme of
land re-distribution. Six of the families settled in Carraigin (near Baltinglass) and one family settled in Hodgestown in
County Kildare. At the end of April their descendants undertook the return journey to Mayo to commemorate the
sixtieth anniversary of their departure where they attended a talk on local placenames by Uinsionn Mac Graith, a
special mass in Teach a’ Phobail, Ceathru Thaidhg which was celebrated by Fr. Joe Hogan and a night of music in
Teach Chonghdile.

The Cill Chomain Rural Social Scheme is managed by Cumann Luthchleas Gael Chill Chomain under the auspices of
Udaras na Gaeltachta and includes an environmental workplan submitted by Comhar Din Chaochdin Teo. Some of
the works carried out over the past year include refuse collection at local beaches and graveyards as part of An
Taisce’s National Spring Clean and Mayo County Council’s Litter League initiatives, drainage and repair of roads,
maintenance of the Ceathru Thaidhg loop walks, construction of stone walls, improvement works at Ceathrd Thaidhg
church and general enhancement works.



When the Minister for the Environment, Community and Local Government announced the 2014 Green Coast
Awards, Port a’ Chléidh beach was named as one of the recipients of this national environmental award. The award
is based on a pristine environment, excellent water quality which complies with E.U. regulations, and natural beauty.
The beach also received a Coast Boast award as part of Mayo County Council’s Cleaner Community Campaign.

A five year development plan is currently being compiled for the parish of Cill Chomain for the period 2015-2019.
Questionnaires were distributed in local shops, post offices and churches inviting people to have an input by
submitting their suggestions and ideas. A draft plan will now be prepared for public viewing, inviting final
submissions before it is published.

Comhar Dun Chaochain Teo’s office provides information/assistance to voluntary groups in relation to developing
and managing projects, sourcing funding etc. Information and application forms are available on various schemes
including training opportunities and enterprise development, as well as photocopying, laminating and fax services.
Nuachtlitir Chill Chomdin, a community newsletter, is published four times a year providing a voice for the local
community and an update on development issues.

A storm in December caused severe damage to sections
of the local coastline. Port a’ Chldidh beach in particular
was badly affected with extensive damage occurring
along the upper limits of the beach, eroding dunes
and breaching a defensive bank. Storm waves
crashed over the nearby bridge, gouging out huge
potholes in the tarmac-surfaced road. The
committee has informed Mayo County Council of
the situation and are awaiting its response. If the
necessary measures to repair the existing erosion
are not implemented there is a grave danger that
future storms or high tides will cause further damage inland.

Teachain a’ Watch, a former look out post located at

Barr na Rinne overlooking Port a’ Chléidh Bay, was also
the victim of a storm which decimated the building. These look-out posts were built around the coast during World
War Il for the Coastwatching Service by the Office of Public Works and are historic landmarks. The committee will be
making enquiries with the relevant authorities to ascertain if the building can be re-erected and preserved.
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
